On occasions last year, I saw children with lots of snacks for break time e.g.  a 
whole packet of biscuits and a bag of crisps. This is not healthy and not needed. I 
would suggest children bring fruit, cereal bars, a couple of plain biscuits etc.  
 
We have many children in school who have severe nut allergies and I would like 
to take this opportunity to stress that we are a nut free school. Please ensure you 
do not send your child in with snacks/packed lunch that contain nuts. This 
includes Nutella and items that contain Nutella, peanut butter etc. Thank you for 
your consideration ensuring we keep all our children safe at school.  
 
All children should bring a named water bottle to school. I do not mind children 
having squash but they should not have PRIME drinks or fizzy drinks.
