Performing the same program from last week's
Music For Youth event, the adjudicator commented again on how focused the children
were on their conductor. The choir were praised for the 'wonderful sound they produced
that filled the entire hall'. 'There were bright faces and wonderful vocal harmonies in Home'
from the musical Beetlejuice. Both Year 5 and the Choir were praised for their fantastically
‘ambitious' program and performances.
